Step 16. Now back probe the purge solenoid.
The purge solenoid will have two wires power
and control; either back probe can be connected
to either purge solenoid wire. The purge solenoid
is normally closed. Open and close the purge
control valve and watch to see if the pressure is
stable or leaking after the valve is actuated

Note: the purge solenoid is usually close to the
intake manifold on the engine.

Step 17. Once all testing is finished actuate the
purge control so the pressure in the fuel
containment system is dumped in to the intake
manifold of the engine. Note: this may cause
a hard start condition.
